10.3.6 if the request is made on behalf of another person, to submit proof of the capacity
in which the requester is making the request, to the reasonable satisfaction of the
head of the private body.

11. PRESCRIBED FEES
The following applies to all requests:

11.1 A requestor is required to pay the prescribed fee (R50.00) before a request will be
processed;

11.2 If the preparation of the record requested requires more than the prescribed (six) hours,
a deposit shall be paid (of not more than one third of the access fee which would be
payable if the request were granted);

11.3 A requestor may lodge an application with a court against the tender/payment of the
request fee and/or deposit;

11.4 Records may be withheld until the fees have been paid;
